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Classroom Behavior Skills – the 3 R’s
R #3 - Right to Learn 

1. Listening skills - use self-control remote to listen in class, stop, look and listen with the entire body

a. Feet – being still
b. Hands – being still
c. Lips – closed
d. Ears / Eyes – looking forward
2. Ask permission to go to the bathroom or sharpen pencil 
a. Always raise a patient hand and ask to be excused if we have to go to the bathroom or sharpen a pencil, both when the teacher is talking and when the class is working.
3. One person in the class talks at a time 

a. This happens only after the teacher has called on you.
4. Walk in a straight line
a. you don’t want to interfere with other classes that are working 
b. hands to yourself
c. mouth closed
d. eyes on the person in front of you
e. form a straight line
